The Board of Trustees has approved a rental property inspection
ordinance. The ordinance requires persons who own residential rental
property within the Village to annually register the properties they
currently own. Residential rental property subject to the ordinance
includes single family homes that are rented, duplexes where the owner
resides in one unit, as well as multit buildings and mulkbuilding
complexes. The registration is effective January 1, 2012. Persons should
register their properties prior to December®3déach year. The
registration fee is $10.00. The registration form is available for download
on the Villagebdés website www. swans

The ordinance does not require interior or exterior inspections annually or
at the time of a change in occupancy. Inspections of the interior of rental

property are made at the request of the owner or the tenant, if there is
reason to believe that the condition or use of the rental property

significantly affects the health or safety of the occupants. The requesting
party must pay the fee for the inspection which is $35.00. An inspection

may be requested and paid for at the Village Government Center.

The ordinance does not require occupancy permits for tenants. If anyone
wishes to report code violations or nuisance behavior occurring at a rental
property, contact the Village Building Department office at-8280.

may recall, the 2010 Swansea tax levy, which accounts for a little over 4%
of our total real estate tax bill, was the subject of some controversy last
fall. In order to address our police and fire pension liabilities, cuts were
made to our operating and bond levies. After much analysis and healthy
debate, we settled on a total levy of $835,517, an overall increase of about
1.65% over 2009. We estimated this levy would results in essentially flat
real estate taxes to our residents.

The equalized assessed value (EAV) of real estate in the Swansea
taxing district is not available until the sprifigafter the deadline for
submitting the Swansea levy to St. Clair County. Based on our 2009 EAV
and construction activity, we estimated the 2010 Swansea EAV to be about
$275.5 million. The actual 2010 EAV for Swansea, per the County, was
about $270.4 million. As a result, there are fewer dollars of EAV on
which to spread the levy. Due to this, the Swansea portion of our 2010
real estate taxes increased about 2.35% over 2009. If your 2009 Swansea
levy was $100, your 2010 Swansea levy is probably about $102.35.
