DJ had such a fun time last year, he’s 

agreed to work for free cartons.  Information will be posted on Village website and Facebook.

Memorial Day Observance:  May 27th.  Set up starts at 7:30am, ceremony begins at 10:00am.  We need a guest speaker.

Would like to include POW Recognition.  Hot dogs and comradery after close of formal ceremony.

New Business:  Former Clinton Hills Golf Course is now Swansea’s newest park.  Clinton Hills Conservation Park is in the 

planning stage.  Fletchers Restaurant will occupy the clubhouse.  The large pavilion will be shared between Fletchers and 

the Village.  There are 3 lakes on the 166-acre property.  Swansea will be working closely with The Nature Conservancy.
